Report from Maintenance Officer, Jerry Terlisner:
 
N5529N has been washed and cleaned in preparation for the upcoming SAREX - the airplane will be inspected by the USAF during the SAREX, so the plane needed to be cleaned up.
Please remember... the airplane should have NO MORE than 10 quarts of oil in it at any time! Yes, the POH says 12 - but the extra two quarts serve no other purpose than to paint the bottom of the fuselage black!
CAPR 60-1, Change 3 has been put into the aircraft log, as well as a current CAPF 77 inspection sheet (and a copy). James Patterson has the responsibility of transporting the plane to the SAREX, and will make sure the appropriate paperwork gets turned in, etc.
Also, please use the aircraft log to record fuel / oil expenses per request of Jerry Terlisner / Bill Teske. Use more than one line if necessary.

Report from Finance Officer, Bill Teske:
 
The squadron account has $1,700, with no bills pending at this time.
We need a new procedure for appropriately tracking O-rides / SAREX paperwork, etc. Currently, the finance officer is not being included on the loop of paperwork going to wing, so he is unsure if the paperwork is being filed properly for reimbursement... Please send all of the Form 7's / 108's to Bill Teske for consolidation into a single report. He will send all of the paperwork to wing as appropriate.
Please be aware of a situation with the credit card in the aircraft used for fuel, etc... This card is a "VISA BUCKS" card - basically a cash card which has money placed into it by IDWG finance officer, Paula Haldy. There is a maximum limit of approximately $350.00 which can be placed on that card at any one time. If you fuel the airplane at a self-serve location which gives the option of "Fill" or "Gallons," please choose GALLONS, NOT FILL! If "Fill" is chosen, the card is generally "charged" $250. Following this transaction, the airplane cannot be refueled within a day or so using the same card... it's just the nature of how the card transaction is handled by the computer.

Two copies of CAPF 77 inspection report have been updated in the airplane for the ucoming SAREX.
Vehicle & Aircraft Inspection forms need to be continuously updated for the CAP Van and N5529N. The van has not been kept up to date, as we are missing a Logistics / Transportation officer at this time. Shawn Denham will see that it gets done.
The senior members working most closely with the cadet staff will be allowed to select a cadet safety officer on behalf of Lt. McDonald. The cadet safety officer will handle projets and safety issues for the cadets on behalf of the senior safety officer.
